	Our teachers are confidently leading dance units from the Enfield PE scheme of work.  Teachers can use their new knowledge they have gained and their increased confidence in this subject to lead future dance units. 






Children are more active at school and show a love of sport and activity.  Engagement levels have increased and if children enjoy being active, they are more likely to be active outside of school and into their adult lives.





A greater number of children have had the opportunity to represent the school.  We have competed in girl’s football leagues, boy’s football leagues, football festivals, high 5 netball, dance festivals, gymnastics festivals, OAA competitions, cross country races and athletics competitions.  Children have grown physically, mentally and socially through engaging in competitive sport and this has been celebrated in school.


Staff have reported an increase in their confidence when teaching dance units.
	Questionnaires were given to staff to assess their confidence in teaching dance units before and after their dance CPD. All of the staff reported an increase in their confidence. 57% of staff said they were somewhat confident after their training and 43% said they were extremely confident.  Learning walks have shown the quality of teaching has increased throughout the academic year. 



We have waiting lists for after school clubs as they are very popular with our children.  Through school council meetings the children report that they enjoy active lunchtimes and getting to try a greater range of activities.  Observations at lunchtimes show the children engaged in activities and being active.




Galliard achieved a gold sports mark for the academic year 2024/25 for their commitment to developing competitive sport within the school.
